The Albuquerque Bernalillo County Ground-Water Protection Policy and Action Plan 
(GPPAP) was adopted by Bernalillo County in 1993 and by the City of Albuquerque in 1994.  
The goals of the GPPAP are to prevent any additional ground water contamination in 
Bernalillo County, to facilitate clean-up of existing contamination, and to promote the 
coordinated protection and prudent use of ground water. 
 
In January 2007, Code Amendments to Chapter 30, Article V and Expanding the Duties and 
Powers of the Groundwater Protection Advisory Board to Address Surface Water Quality 
Protection were adopted. The amendments included renaming the "Ground Water Protection 
Advisory Board" (GWPAB) to the "Water Protection Advisory Board" (WPAB) and to 
expand the scope when addressing surface water quality protection. The amendment  
included the Water Utility Authority (WUA) as a member government, and allowed the 
Authority to appoint two members to the new Board which brought the membership to nine 
members.
